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Successful short essays are structured logically. This means that they
include a clear introductory sentence, a central argument, and a clear
conclusion. The complete argument should directly relate to the

question asked.

Examiners also look at vocabulary selection. Essays that contain a
wide variety of appropriately selected vocabulary are evaluated more

highly than essays that are overly repetitive or misuse vocabulary.

Candidates often make errors with ‘a/the’ usage and verb tense
selection. Avoidance of these errors will make essays easier to

understand, and lead to a higher evaluation.

Creativity is a further important element of essay writing. Essays that
offer evidence of creative thinking (imagination) tend to be evaluated
highly.
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
